MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MACKINAC ISLAND CITY COUNCIL, HELD
IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS, CITY HALL, 7358 MARKET STREET, MACKINAC ISLAND,
MICHIGAN, ON WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 11,2017, AT 4:00 PM

Mayor Doud called a Regular Meeting of the Mackinac Island City Council to order at 4:00 pm, followed by the
pledge of allegiance.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting from September 27, 2017 were presented. Mayor Doud stated that the minutes
stood approved as presented.

Treasurer’s Report was presented. Motion by Moskwa, second to the motion by Myers, to accept the Treasurer’s
Report as presented. All in favor. Motion carried.

Bills and payroll were presented. Motion by Moskwa, second to the motion by Bradley, to approve the bills and
payroll in the amount of $76,727.28.

Ayes: Bradley, Hoppenrath, McGreevy, Moskwa, Myers, St. Onge

Nays: None. Motion carried.

Motion by Hoppenrath, second to the motion by Bradley, to adopt the agenda with the following additions:
- Letter from the Planning Commission regarding a lot split submitted by Brad Chambers
- Letter of complaint regarding the Foxy store

All in favor. Motion carried.

A letter of resignation from the Historic District Commission was received from Jennifer King. Mrs. King stated
-that as she is moving and will have a busy work schedule this winter, she feels that she will not be able to
commit the time and energy required for the post.

Maotion by Hoppenrath, second to the motion by Bradley, to accept Mrs. King’s letter of resignation with regret,
and to have the Clerk write a letter of thanks for Mrs. King’s time and dedication to the Historic District
Commission. All in favor. Motion carried.

A letter was received by the Clerk’s office from Mr. Neil K. Liddicoat, P.E. regarding the council’s recent
discussion of adopting a resolution, at the request of the Mackinac County Board of Commissioners, to lower
the speed limit back down to 55 mph on US 2. Mr. Liddicoat urged the council to not adopt the requested
resolution. Mr, Liddicoat stated that the establishment of the posted speed limits is not a political decision, but is
rather a decision made through a detailed review conducted by the Michigan State Police and the Michigan
Department of Transportation.

Motion by Moskwa, second to the motion by Myers, to place the letter on file. All in favor. Motion carried.

A letter was received from the Mackinac Island Planning Commission recommending the approval of a lot split
requested by Bard Chambers. The request is to split parcel [D# 051-630-1035-00, ot no. 105 of Assessor’s plat
of Harrisonville. The property is zoned R3 - High Density Residential and located at 7654 Huron Road.

Motion by Moskwa, second to the motion by McGreevy, to approve the lot split.

Ayes: Bradley, Hoppenrath, McGreevy, Moskwa, Myers, St. Onge

Nays: None. Motion carried.

- A letter was received by the Clerk’s office from a Mrs. Susan Hinkelmann regarding a complaint about the t-
shirt store Foxy on Main Street. Mrs. Hinkelmann stated that she was treated rudely while shopping in the store,
and that after spending numerous hours picking out shirts and decals, the final product was not what she had
ordered. Mrs. Hinkelmann tried to exchange her items after returning home and was continuously put off by the
store manager. As of submitting this letter, her exchange had not been accepted by the Foxy manager.

Motion by Myers, second to the motion by Moskwa, to place the letter on file and have a copy sent to the lawyer
of the Foxy owners. All in favor. Motion carried. ’

The letter received from the Mackinac County Board of Commissioners was brought back to the table for
discussion. Council members discussed the issue and asked for further clarification.

Motion by McGreevy, second to the motion by Bradley, to have the Clerk contact the Board of Commissioners
for clarification on whether they wished to remit the speed limit back to 55 mph for all of US 2, or just the
portion that is closer to the town of St. Ignace. All in favor. Motion carried.

As Police Chief Brett Riccinto officially resigned from his position on the Mackinac Island Police Department,
Mayor Doud appointed Corporal Andrew Dziobak as acting Chief of Police until the position is filled.

Motion by St. Onge, second to the motion by Bradley, to accept Mayor Doud’s appointment of Corporal
Andrew Dziobak until a new Chief of Police is hired.

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Dan Dasho of Cloverland Electric attended the meeting to update the council on recent implements and to
answer any questions the council or audience may have.
-The problem of housing was discussed
+ Cloverland will be giving future island employees a $1,000.00 per
month housing stipend to help offset the island’s high living costs.
-Audience and Council members questioned the required availability of the lineman
+Basically can only count on having both linemen available from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm during
weekdays. After hours and weekends are covered by the island employees if they are available.
If they are not available, on-call employees from off-island will be brought in to work.
+All work done by Cloverland requires two (2) employees present for safety reasons.
-Dan Wightman retirement
+No official statement of retirement has been submitted to the company, but as soon as it is,
Cloverland will begin looking for his replacement.
-Craig Davidson retirement this coming January

A Shared Use Agreement between the City of Mackinac Island and Mackinac State Parks for a boom lift was

presented.
-It had been determined that the City and State Park both had use for a boom lift, and that it would be
economical to proceed with a joint purchase.
-The City will purchase the lift in full for the amount of $28,997.00, with the State Park providing a
reimbursement in the amount of $11,597.00 (approximately 40% of the total purchase price) on or
before October 1, 2018 (this was not in their 2017 budget).
-Ownership and all maintenance costs will be shared 50/50 between both parties.
-Mackinac State Parks will provide indoor storage for the lift. _
-Both parties will have insurance for the lift and will only allow licensed operators to use it.

+ Councilman St. Onge voiced his concerns on buying a lift instead of renting one.

+ Councilman Bradley reiterated that if the department has proved that it is a need, then it should be provided.

-Motion by Bradley, second to the motion by McGreevy, to accept the agreement and to have Mayer Doud and

City Clerk Wightman sign the agreement.

Nays: St. Onge. Motion carried.

Motion by Myers, second to the motion by St. Onge, to adopt the final 2016 Fiscal Year Audit.
Ayes: Bradley, Hoppenrath, McGreevy, Moskwa, Myers, St. Onge
Nays: All in favor, Motion carried.

Two (2) quotes were presenied by Mackinac Axe for tree trimming around the City’s generators.
-Quote #1 — Not to exceed $4,500.00: to have six (6) trees trimmed around the generator next to City
Hall and to have all brush chipped.
+The price may be lower, but will be set once the severity of the job is determined. Price also
excludes dray removal of chips.
-Quote #2 - $900.00: to have twelve (12) cedar trees removed, stumps ground, and brush chipped
around the St. Martin’s generator.
Motion by Myers, second to the motion by Moskwa, to approve both quotes from Mackinac Axe for tree
trimming around both generators. All in favor. Motion carried.

Motion by Myers, second to the motion by St. Onge, to have Mackinac Axe fill out a Temporary Trailer Permit
for the generator jobs and to waive the fee. All in favor. Motion carried.

Motion by Hoppenrath, second to the motion by Moskwa, to approve a Temporary Trailer Permit, submitted by
the Grand Hotel, for a twenty-five (25) ton trailer to be used while installing water and sewer at the Hedgecliff
property. The trailer will arrive via Shepler’s Freight.
John Hulett, Grand Hotel representative, asked that they be given permission to begin work as soon as
possible. Council approved work to begin on Monday, October 23 with no vehicle use on October 28™
(day of foot race). Council also asked that work begin at the back of the property away from the road.
All in favor. Motion carried.

A Temporary Motor Vehicle and Trailer Permit were submitted by Modern Roofing for a job at the Island
House. The permits for a Sterling 36’ crane and a Hallmark 12° covered trailer were submitted for a total use of
thirty-five (35) days (April 13, 2018 to May 18, 2018). The permits were being submitted so that Modern
Roofing could submit a bid to the Island House.
- Council members questioned if the trailer would need to be hauled by a vehicle or if it would be
hauled by a dray and if the crane needed to be trailered or could be driven to the site.
- Council also noted that work would only be permitted through May 1, 2018 and not May 18, 2018
as requested on the permit,
Motion by St. Onge, second to the motion by Moskwa, to table both the Temporary Motor Vehicle and
Temporary Trailer Permits submitted by Modern Roofing for more information. All in favor. Motion carried.
